In his recent book, ”Marriage Under Fire,” Dr. James Dobson states,  “More than 10,000 
studies have concluded that kids do best when they are raised by loving and committed 
mothers and fathers.  They are less likely to be on illegal drugs, less likely to be retained in 
a grade, less likely to drop out of school, less likely to commit suicide, less likely to be in 
poverty, less likely to become juvenile delinquents, and for the girls, less likely to become 

teen mothers, They are healthier both emotionally and physically, even thirty years later, 
than those not so blessed with traditional parents.”
